PUBLIC COMMENT
PUBLIC HEARING – 2022 BUDGET AND 2021 BUDGET AMENDMENT

Mayor John Ridlington read the Public Hearing checklist to discuss the 2022 Budget and 2021 Budget Amendment.
Clerk/Treasurer Raena Hallam scheduled a budget workshop for November 23, 2021 with City Council.
Mayor John Ridlington opened the Public Hearing 7:02 p.m.

Council Member Dale Drake moved to continue the Public Hearing for the 2022 Budget and 2021 Budget Amendment to the next City Council meeting on December 4, 2021.  Council Member John Andrew seconded the motion.  Motion carried by all.  Council Member Dale Drake – yes, Council Member Jesse Garrett – yes, Council Member John Andrew – yes and Council Member Michael Weatherman – yes.
KETTLE FALLS CHAMBER OF COMMERCE

Chamber President Nicole Fandrey reviewed with City Council Chambers request for funding in the 2022 budget for electrical upgrades.
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Chamber President Nicole Fandrey stated the Chamber feels they can get grants to purchase the electrical boxes, but they have nothing to plug them in to.   
Council Member John Andrew asked why they didn’t come prepared with estimates and a proposed dollar amount for the budget.  He stated it would have been easy to call an electrician for estimates.
Public Works Superintendent Dave Willey stated electrical at the Meyers Street median would have to be bored under the street.  He is not sure how much power the Chamber needs.   
Council Member Michael Weatherman stated they need to decipher how many amps are needed by vendor and that will give the City an idea of how much they need.
Council Member Dale Drake asked if anyone has done a study of how closing off Meyers Street effects the businesses.   
Council member Dale Drake asked if the City could use COVID 19 grant money to pay for the electrical upgrade.
Mayor John Ridlington asked Chamber President Nicole Fandrey to do homework about the Chambers needs and work with Public Works Superintendent Dave Willey.
Planning Assistant Larry Kulesza stated the Planning Commission is currently updating the Parks Plan and revising its action plan.  The Chamber should come to Planning Commission and have this request as part of that update process.
CHRISTMAS TREE LIGHTING
Mayor Ridlington stated the Annual Christmas Tree Lighting will be on December 4, 2021.  There will be the Lady Lions Craft Fair, Singing at City Hall starting at 4:00 p.m., a home decorating contest, a Christmas Parade, kids carnival and Santa will arrive by train.
